Procedures:


Setting Standards-  Set behavior expectations and read champs board, teacher will say the expectations for the activities.�


Activating prior knowledge-  Day 1 of activity- review what it is to trade and buy goods?  Ask students, where is it we can buy goods?  Day 2 of activity- review what is a market?  What are the different types of markets?�


Setting the context-  Have students read the essential question posted on the board before beginning each days lesson.  Inform students that we will be learning about markets and how the goods we buy get to the markets.  We will read in our Social Studies books together pages 114-117 about markets and how goods get from place to place.  We will also be learning about Mexican “ferias” and the goods found there.  Inform students that they will be making two projects, one is they will make a piece of Mexican pottery and the second is a mobile about markets.�


Instruction-   


Day 1-Students will be instructed to volunteer to read from the text.  After we read, I will show you some pictures and objects that may be found at  ferias.  Once we have discussed these, you will make your own Mexican pottery.  





Day 2-  Students, after looking at a map of our region, the class will make a list of ways goods get here from other places.  Students will then be instructed to make a mobile.  Each student will be given the name of a good on piece of construction paper, then they will write on constuction paper squares the name of a market with a picture of where their good can be found.   They will use a plastic hanger and attach their good to the top and use string to attach 3-4 markets in which they can buy that good.  After they have made their mobile, each child will share their good and what markets they can be found.





Check for understanding-  Each day before we begin our activities, the teacher will ask students to verbally feed back the directions of what they are to do.�


Practice/Application-  Students will use clay, tempra paints, plastic hangers, construction paper, markers, string, scissors, and  glue to make each of the projects independently.�


Closure-  Students will share their projects.  Additionally, at the end of each days lesson, students will respond to a question on a “ticket out”. Day 1 students will answer what is a market?  Day 2 students will answer what is a way goods are transported from place to place?  Students will write their answer on a post-it note and hand it in.�


Remediation/Enrichment-  There will be at home activities to follow up on these activities.  Students will make a list of goods at their home, where they came from, and how do they think they got to our market.  Students will also be reading literature with markets and transportation themes and answering questions through a variety of modes. (ticket out, journal writings, worksheets)
