Goals and Objectives Students will learn that goods and services are all around them in the community and are things that they own, make and perform.

Context 
This lesson relates to the unit by guiding the students into learning that goods and services surround them daily, used and perform by them and by others in the community.

Goods-objects people want that they can touch or hold
Services-an act a person does for someone else

Procedure
Day 1

Introduction- Begin the lesson by brainstorming as a class different jobs that are around the community. Guide the students into asking themselves questions about what they job actually does, or does it produce anything in particular. After the teacher has allowed time for students to share ideas and thoughts, display the book My Town by William Wegman.

1. Read My Town aloud to the class.
2. Ask students what they noticed about the book.

3. Identify the community workers in the story who provide a service.

4. Describe the type of service that they provide.

5. Scribe student’s answers on chart paper, creating a list of different community workers.

6. Explain that the work the community workers do is called a service.

7. Explain that the things that some of the community workers produce is a good.

8. Give examples such as a bus driver performs a service by driving a bus and a McDonald’s worker produces food, which is a good.

9. Guide students to discuss the different goods and services they have and perform.
10. Direct students to their desks and have them pull out their writer’s notebooks.

11. Have students draw and write about one of the workers in the community and what type of good or service that they do.

12. Have students draw and write about one of the ways that they perform services and create goods

13. Allow students time to share.

Day 2

1. Discuss what a good and service is as a class.

2. Have a few students share form writer’s notebook.

3. Have students get on computers and log into Community Club.

4. Guide students through the website.

5. Allow students to explore on their own on the different community workers.

6. Have students complete comprehension questions at the end of each Community Club section.

7. Students print out and turn in final questions for assessment.

Accommodations for Diverse Learners
Have teacher assistant on hand to help reinforce what the teacher is leading in the lesson.

Partner work and group activities, along with one-on-one will help guide the students into developing their writing about the community worker and themselves.

Student Assessment
Teacher observation of partner and group work, looking for student’s abilities to include descriptive details in their pictures and in their written work. Observations of how well students orally describe their characters and make more concrete decisions on their work. Check writer’s notebook to see written details along with picture and distinction between goods and services.
